	Overview of tenses can fit into any unit of study. Guided Practice offers opportunities to reinforce identification of tenses by a) reviewing and practicing how to form tenses  b) reading business articles and identifying tenses. c) practice writing and presenting

	Lesson Description:
	Students will review tenses, practice forming tenses, and identify tenses within business articles.

The What
	Students will:
Review the most commonly used tenses within Business English in order to

a) understand the purpose of each tense 
b) identify the different tenses  and understand how they are formed 
c) understand when to use each tense


	Lesson Goals: 

The How
	Students will:


a) Review grammar theory about the most commonly used tenses.
b) Practice identifying tenses within written Business articles.




Methods

	-Anticipatory Set (warm up):
	1) Warm-up/Diagnostic Activity: Tenses Refresher

Purpose: To prime student thinking about tenses.

Materials
Blackboard Mobile Test: Tenses Refresher

Import Test_ExportFile_13X_ENL5282_lambrel_Tenses Refresher.zip into Blackboard course.

Instructions: 
1) Students complete mobile test in class with either a) their mobile phone b) on their laptop

2) Debrief: review the answers and describe the tenses being used. Explain that each tense and how they are formed will be reviewed in future lessons.

Note: Students need the Blackboard Learn Mobile app installed on their phone in order to do the test on their phone.
2) Short Tense Ice-Breaker
Ask students to complete these sentences, either verbally or on a Padlet wall.


1)  If I could…… I would. (Conditionals)
2)  What was I doing two years ago? (Past tenses)
3)  What did I do yesterday? (Past tenses)
4)  In 5 years, what will I be doing? (Future tenses)
5) What do you do as a hobby? (Present Simple)
e.g. what things do you do on a regular basis.
Instructions with Padlet:

1. Create a Padlet account

2. Create a Padlet “wall”.

3. Provide students with link to the Padlet wall by posting the link in the Blackboard course.

4. Debrief by having each group share their sentences.

5. Can save the Padlet wall as a document for students.

	-Provide Guided Review & Practice: 
	Homework or Review in Class

Students complete “It’s a Matter of Time” tense lesson on their computer.

Review in Class
Groups of students are assigned a kind of tense and create example sentences using these tenses.

Students use a Padlet page created by the teacher.  On “sticky note” on the padlet wall for each tense.

7. Provide students with link to the Padlet wall by posting the link in the Blackboard course.

8. Debrief by having each group share their sentences.

9. Can save the Padlet wall as a document for students.

Instructions

1. Students independently write words in parentheses using the correct tenses.

2. They can check answers on their own.

Instructions

1. Students review very short article about Elon Musk. 
2. Can do this individually or as groups. 

3. Debrief the exercise.

(Can repeat this activity with any short Business article – including current articles from the newspaper.)

	-Provide Independent Practice: 
	Mini-Presentation (in-class) or Camtasia Relay Recording 
1) Students choose their favourite company and prepare written answers to these three questions:

“What do we  do as a company”?
“What are key historical details about my company?”
e.g. when was it established etc.
“What is happening now with the company”?
e.g. describe some recent news about what’s currently happening within the company
2) In class, students can proof-read each other’s work for tenses and make appropriate revisions.

3) Students can use their Camtasia Relay account to record via web cam their short presentation. Students submit their recording link as an assignment; teacher can mark and provide feedback related to tenses.


Assessment

	Formative/Ongoing Assessment:
	(a) All writing activities, from this point on, should be marked for tense use.

	Summative/End Of Lesson Assessment: 
	(a) Tenses component on first mid-term exam. Include a short-writing activity within the test requires them to use various tenses.
